PROFILE OF LOCAL SCHOOLS 
BVSD and SVVSD both have lack of unity between the district and the teacher’s union:  Boulder recently 
threatened to strike; SVVSD in arbitration for higher salaries. There is a challenge to hire and retain good 
teachers. Due to higher standards of achievement, a greater need for assessment and analysis of data, emphasis 
on differentiated, individualized instruction for all children, and  required professional development classes, the 
teachers work load and the hours of work have significantly increased.  

 There are increasingly greater numbers of children in each classroom with severe emotional and 
physical disabilities: ADHD, autism, processing disorders, sensory disorders, attachment disorder, 
abandonment issues. 

 Increased Violence and safety issues: need for practice lockdown drills (homemade bomb at Coal Ridge 
Middle School detonated in field), warnings of child abductions, domestic violence) 

 Positive Behavior Systems implemented district wide:  5   positives to 1 negative by teachers 
encouraged. Use of direct instruction of character and moral values such as respect, kindness, integrity, 
responsibility, determination and effort, perseverance. Teaching of positive communication without put-
downs and blame.
